The Winchester Board of Health has scheduled four flu
clinics at the Jenks Center. The first clinic is a high dose
flu shot clinic for people 65 years and older on Tuesday,
October 15 from 9:30-11:30am. The Health Dept. has
ordered 550 doses of high dose flu vaccine and will offer
and doses remaining after this first clinic at the
subsequent clinics.

The three seasonal flu clinics for the general public are:
Monday, October 21—3:00-5:00pm
Monday, October 28—5:00-7:00pm
Thursday, November 14—5:00-7:00pm

Both flu shots and FluMist nasal spray are available.
FluMist is for people ages 2-49 who are healthy, not
pregnant and have no chronic medical conditions.

Please bring ALL insurance cards with you. If your
insurance dies not pay for the flu shot/FluMist in a
public clinic setting, there will be a cost of $15 for the
seasonal flu vaccines and $45 for the high dose flu shot.
